RECERTIFICATION 2016 -

The CT Housing Finance Authority requires that we review your income to re-determine your rent. 
You must be recertified in order to live at Stern Village. Letters have been provided to you with the date of recertification on it. 
In order to get recertified, you MUST bring the following: 
1.
You must bring verification of your income, a copy of your 2015 income tax return, a copy of your W-2 or 1099’s if you receive social security, or a pension, interest or dividends.  A copy of your income maintenance determination if you receive state assistance, your W-2’s or 1099’s if you work, etc.  
2.
Your 2015 OR 2016 Social Security (or SSI) determination letter.
3.
If you are receiving weekly or monthly support payments, from anyone this is also part of your income.
4.
Verification of all out of pocket medical and prescription expenses, including insurance costs (Supplemental Insurance) for 2015. You can ask for a computer-generated statement from your doctor and pharmacy of the charges that you had paid in the year 2015.

Redevelopment and Revitalization Updates
We continue to work closely with CHFA and DOH on the redevelopment and revitalization of Stern Village. 
· The project is a single phase project and as per CHFA/DOH there will not be any additions to the efficiency type apartments, the footprint for all the units will remain the same. 
· We are planning on adding ADA Units which we are lacking. 
· The Town of Trumbull is applying for a Small Cities grant and if awarded the funds will be used for heat pumps for 186 units. 
· The heat pumps will save residents’ approximately 30% on their electric bills. They will be installed on the side of each unit and a vent will be installed in each apartment allowing residents will be warm in the winter and cool in the summer. If awarded the Small Cities funding, heat pumps should be installed December 2016. 
· We are also preparing for the SHSP 2016 funding round. We have lowered the cost of the redevelopment and revitalization of Stern Village. We also lowered Rental Assistance, or RAP ask.
