Mold Prevention

Preventing mold is the responsibility of every tenant. You will find a How to Prevent Mold sheet attached to the newsletter. Please put it on your refrigerator. Mold comes from humidity and water. -You MUST clean up spills and keep the vent in your bathroom running when you take a shower and when you are boiling water or cooking on your stove. There are several household products you can purchase to kill mold. Mold prevention is your responsibility. If you see it, clean it. It can spread rapidly. 

-White mold appears on wood, like the inside and outside of your cabinets.

-Black mold appears on walls, sinks, bathroom, ceilings, carpeting, and the like.

IF YOU HAVE MOLD IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO CLEAN IT.

-Maintenance will be doing periodic mold checks and you will be alerted by our RoboCall system when to expect them. You do not have to be home for this. 
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Outside Spigots 

If a spigot does not have a handle, it is broken. Do not try to use it!

TRUMBULL SENIOR CENTER MEMBERSHIP & TRANSPORTATION

The Trumbull Senior Center provides transportation for Trumbull residents, age 60 and over and/or age 55-59 if disabled, along with their caregivers. Rides are offered Monday thru Friday between 9:00 am – 3:00 pm. Rides are for those traveling to and from the senior center, medical and legal appointments, and grocery shopping.

Rides to Stop & Shop are available on Tuesdays. Limit of 3 grocery bags per person.

For reservations call Ashley at 203-452-5137. It is recommended that you call 2 weeks in advance. Riders must register with the center by filling out a membership application. It is $5 a year to register. Our drivers can bring the registration form for first time riders on their first ride or it can be downloaded on the town's website at www.trumbull-ct.gov.
