MANDATORY INFORMATION FOR 2017 RECERTIFICATION:
1.
You must bring verification of your income which can include a copy of your 2016 income tax return; a copy of your W-2 if you work; if you receive social security, or a pension, interest or dividends a copy of your 1099(s); a copy of your income maintenance determination if you receive state assistance.
2.
Your 2017 Social Security (or SSI) determination letter.

3.
If you are receiving weekly or monthly support payments from anyone, this is also part of your income.

4.
Verification of all out-of-pocket medical and prescription expenses, including insurance costs (Supplemental Insurance) for 2016, and a computer-generated statement from your doctor(s) and pharmacy of the charges/co-pays that you had paid in the year 2016.  
5.
Copies of your most recent (2017) bank statements.
