5. Q-tips/Cotton Balls
6. Diapers
7. Pills – They have toxic effects on groundwater supplies and wildlife.

8. Paper Towels/Tissues
9. Cigarette Butts
 

If we can ascertain that the clog originated from your apartment based on what was flushed, you will be responsible for payment to remove the clog.

We are working closely with the Town on the Small Cities Grant. We are also working with CHFA/DOH on the SSHP Application to fix our infrastructure problems (roads, sidewalks, sewer system, roofs, doors, etc.) that affect health and safety.
