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Dear Residents,

I am happy to announce that THA awarded John Barry, of Barry Associates as the contractor for the Stern Village Energy Improvement Project and for the work necessary for the installation of the heat pumps for the residents of Stern Village.  

Every Stern Village unit will receive a heat pump!  You will receive a letter stating the day to expect installation. 

-YOU MUST have a clear pathway for the heat/air conditioning unit to be mounted, and a vent mounted in your main room and another vent mounted in your bedroom. 

-The heat pumps will keep you warm in the winter and cool in the summer. It will also lower your electric bills. You have the option not to turn it on. 
-John Barry and his crew from Barry Associates will install the heat pump in your unit. 

-You do not need to be home for this.  IF you are home, do not lock your screen door. 

-Barry Associates plans on installing the heat pumps in one building per day, unless there is inclement weather. They will work from 8:30 am – 4:30 pm

-You will not be displaced during the installation of the heat pump. There is no need to move or stay with a caregiver; the installation will only take a few hours.

-The installation will not affect your current rent.

-They will show you how to use the remote control and provide easy instructions.

1. Heat and Air Conditioning Unit mounted on the outer wall in your main room by window.
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2. Vent mounted on large wall between main room and bedroom. Please remove any pictures or items from this area. Do not block the vent. 
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3. Remote control. This will be set at a comfortable setting. You can increase or decrease the temperature. If you lose the remote you will be charged the going rate of replacement. It will be set for you. Set It and Forget It. 
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4. Vent mounted on bedroom wall between main room and bedroom. Please remove pictures or items from this area and do not block the vent. 
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5. The condenser will be mounted to the outside of every unit.
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UNREGISTERED VEHCILES

IF your registration has expired, YOU MUST
bring a new one to the THA Office. ALL unregistered vehicles on THA property will be towed at YOUR expense. The THA uses Bud’s Towing. 
All tenants MUST provide a valid copy of their vehicle’s registration. The registration MUST BE CURRENT AND CANNOT BE EXPIRED or you WILL NOT RECEIVE A THA PARKING STICKER. 

All tenants of the THA that have vehicles must put the sticker where it can be seen by the THA, OR THE VEHICLE WILL BE TOWED AT YOUR EXPENSE.
Copies of vehicle registrations can be brought to Heather at the THA Office located in the Community Room.

WORK ORDERS

If you have a maintenance issue you must call the office at 203-261-5740. THA staff will issue a work order. Do not wait to alert us of a major issue/problem. These will be handled immediately. 
RE-CERTIFICATION AND NEW LEASE

Every THA resident will be recertified. Please make sure you have the proper paperwork ready.

You will receive a letter about your appointment. You are expected to keep your appointment.

Every THA resident will sign a new lease at the time of recertification. A copy of the lease is available for review in the Community Room.

REHABILATION AND REDEVELOPMENT OF 

STERN VILLAGE – UPDATES 

We have been extremely busy working on various applications for funding!
Everything we are proposing relates to improving the health and safety of our elderly and non-elderly residents at Stern Village.

We are completing the 2017 SSHP Funding Application. We are requesting approximately $5 million to fix the roads, curbs and sidewalks, fix our sanitary systems, fix our water management issues, install new roofs, put in energy efficient exterior doors, attic insulation, create 20 ADA compliant units, and add ADA compliant bathrooms and kitchen in our community room. 
The Town of Trumbull also applied for the 2017 Small Cities Grant. If funding is approved, it will be used for energy efficient windows for all the apartments at Stern Village.
